
The State of BFW, 2003 
In 2003 the Bicycle Federation of Wisconsin took many steps towards the long-term viability of the organization.  In 
her first full year of employment, Executive Director Marjorie Ward worked with the BFW board of directors to im-
prove the professionalism of the organization.  BFW’s first Personnel Policy was implemented August 1, 2003.  A 
confli ct of interest policy and disclosure form for board directors and a general set of requirements and expectations 
for board membership was developed and implemented in 2003 as well. 
 
This year BFW was granted membership to Community Shares of Wisconsin, proving that BFW is accepted 

amongst the list of organizations fighting for social and environmental 
improvements.  BFW also started an endowment fund through Madison 
Community Foundation in 2003, putting us one step closer to the long-
term financial stability of the organization.  Through Madison Commu-
nity Foundation, BFW also now has access to lifetime giving programs 

which will allow BFW to receive posthumous gift annuity contributions. 
 
The Milwaukee office continued to thrive in 2003, beginning work on its second contract with the City and winning 
a third.  Milwaukee Program Manager, Dave Schlabowske, took it upon himself to become trained in Geographic 
Information Systems (GIS), a computer mapping system that will allow BFW to compete for bicycle consulting pro-
jects at a more competitive professional level.  Milwaukee 
also held another successful year of Bike to Work Week ac-
tivities.  BFW joined forces with several other organizations 
in the Milwaukee area to form a new non-profit called the 
Milwaukee Environmental Consortium (MEC) for the pur-
pose of sharing office space and other resources.  In late 
2003 the Milwaukee office moved into swanky new off ice 
space courtesy of MEC.  The Milwaukee office entered 2004 
on strong financial footing and was able to hire a two new  
employees part-time with potential for even more additional 
staff . 
 
The Madison Program Manager, Robbie Webber, completed 
the second year of the Dane County Bicycle Safety Educa-
tion Contract in April and began the third and final year.  
The program was a  success with ten Bike Clubs held at 
middle schools throughout Dane County and several pro-
grams developed with the University of Wisconsin-Madison 
with help from new UW Bicycle Pedestrian Coordinator, Alison Carpenter.  Robbie also developed a curriculum to 
teach middle school teachers bicycle safety titled Bike Ed for Teachers and continued to develop strong network ties 
to the health community, especially the Wisconsin Department of Health and Family Services (DHFS) and the Car-
diovascular Alliance. 
 
Project Coordinator Ali Dwyer continued work on the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration Grant for 
Businesses Embracing Bicycle Safety.  One of only six such grants awarded nationwide, BFW developed the pilot 
program for partner agencies DNR, CUNA Mutual, Capitol Newspapers, Marshall Erdman, the City of Madison.  
Ali also began making improvements to membership development programs and bulk maili ng systems. 
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League Cycling Instructors and BFW Contract Bicycle Safety Instructors, 
Ellen Pill sbury and Judy Magloczki, take time out from a Dane County 
Bike Club to goof around with the kids. 
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Project Coordinator Chuck Strawser supervised development of the Annual Bicycling Events Booklet, the quarterly 
Wisconsin Bicyclist newsletter, and Bike to Work Week events in Madison.  In addition, Chuck teamed up with the 
Safe Community Coali tion of Madison and Dane County to run a Walk to School Day aff iliated brief follow-up to the 
Safe Routes to Schools program run at Sherman and Cherokee Middle Schools in 2002. 
 
Board director Matt Birnbaum lead his graduate students at UW-Oshkosh in an Organizational Evaluation Project 
aimed at assessing membership needs.  This project was the first step towards developing a better understanding of 
BFW’s members needs so that BFW can become a more effective organization with better member satisfaction.  This 
project set the stage for improved membership development processes that will be developed in 2004 to increase mem-
bership recruitment and improve membership retention.  A product of the Evaluation Project, a membership survey, 
will be administered in the summer of 2004. 
 

In 2003 BFW also took a hard look at lobbying.  Executive Director Marjorie Ward worked 
with the board’s Program Planning Committee, particularly board director Tim Kiefer to 
determine the limits to BFW’s lobbying abil ities at both the state and federal level.  As a 
result, BFW filed for a 501(h) election, allowing the organization to spend effectively up to 
20% of its budget on lobbying.  Further, the Program Planning Committee determined that 
BFW will apply to become a Wisconsin state lobbying principle in January 2005 and Ex-
ecutive Director Marjorie Ward will apply for a state lobbying license and seek advice and 
training from experienced lobbyists.  These steps will propel BFW to the next stage of ef-
fectiveness in improving conditions for bicyclists in Wisconsin.  In 2003, BFW did con-
tinue to support the efforts of the national America Bikes campaign to develop the best pos-
sible federal transportation legislation for bicyclists, while voicing our opinion back home 

in Wisconsin that ATVs should not be allowed on non-motorized trails and that the Surface Transportation Program-
Discretionary (STP-D) funds should be preserved in the state budget.  For the time being ATVs remain off the trails…
but STP-D died an unfortunate death.  
 
BFW recognized anew the importance of the activeness of its members in creating change.  BFW joined the Wisconsin 
Conservation Power Project in 2003, a group working to organize and streamline grassroots and member-based advo-
cacy in Wisconsin.  Through the Power Project in 2004 BFW will examine how we reach our members with messages 
and how we train them to be active in their communities.  We’ ll also link our membership data to a GIS mapping sys-
tem to easily target messages to certain geographic areas. 
 
BFW and Two Bikes and a Map, the folks who bring us the 
Northwoods Tour, agreed to terminate our official associa-
tion following the 2003 tour after several years of mutually 
beneficial affil iation and generous support from the Tour.  
BFW and the Northwoods Tour will continue to enjoy a 
friendly relationship, but both groups will grow and move in 
their own directions.    
 
In many ways, 2003 was a year spent getting our ducks in a 
row and preparing to move forward.  We established long-
term sources of potential income, and began to poise our-
selves for future work in bicycle consulting, health related 
bicycle promotion, more defined lobbying efforts, and better 
focused advocacy.  Cleaning house did not prevent BFW 
from growing, however.  BFW succeeded once again in 
growing both its Gross and Net Income in 2003.  The Mil-
waukee office in particular saw fantastic growth.  With many 
administrative issues resolved in 2003, BFW is ready to begin 
growing even more dramatically once again in 2004 and be-
yond.
