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Issue #1 I Bicycle and I Vote 
 
Bicycling has tremendous potential to improve communities throughout Wisconsin at a time of 
crippling highway congestion, poor air quality, costly energy dependence, and a growing obesity 
epidemic due to physical inactivity. We believe bicycling can improve the economic prosperity 
and quality of life in Wisconsin communities by ensuring access to jobs, goods and services 
regardless of income, age or ability.  
 
More than 60 million Americans, including a million daily commuters, are already part of the 
solution: they simply ride their bikes. By riding their bikes, these Americans set an example for 
energy independence and active, healthy living. These numbers could increase dramatically, thus 
strengthening the entire transportation system. When Wisconsin bikes, Wisconsin benefits.   
 
 
Complete the Streets 
Every transportation project and program has an impact on bicyclists and pedestrians; that 
impact should be positive. A seamless network of on-street bicycling and walking facilities, trails 
and transit should connect homes, jobs, schools, shops, families, and friends. Investments in new 
and existing road and transit facilities must accommodate safe bicycling and walking. State and 
local transportation plans should ensure access for bicyclists and pedestrians. Federal and state 
programs to monitor, research, and disseminate best practices should all better serve bicycling 
and walking. 
 
Promoting Bicycling 
Trails are enjoyed by thousands of Wisconsin residents, producing great social and economic 
benefits for local communities, and providing an essential element to address our state's serious 
and preventable public health threat associated with inactivity and obesity. Bicycling is also a 
healthy, energy-efficient alternative to driving.  Bicycling provides over $600 million in 
manufacturing and retail impacts which create over 3,400 jobs.  The tourism impacts of bicycling 
in Wisconsin are estimated at over $300 million.  There are over 20 multi-day road rides and 
over 50 single-day bicycling events held in Wisconsin each year. In addition, there are many 
mountain biking and racing events held. Clearly, bicycling is good for Wisconsin. 
 
Safe Routes to School 
We should ensure a safer environment for children who already walk or bicycle to school, 
encourage more children to become physically active, improve traffic safety around schools, and 
reduce the cost of the school trip on both parents and the road network.  Please continue to 
support federal funding for Safe Routes to School will help to improve conditions for biking and 
walking to school. 
 
 
Call to action:  Bicyclists are an important part of Wisconsin.  Supporting policies that 
encourage bicycling and make bicycling easier and safer help make Wisconsin a better 
place to live or visit. Please work to improve bicycling in your district.
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ISSUE #2: SUPPORT FUNDING FOR BICYCLE TRAILS AND 
PROGRAMS 

Federal funding that the State of Wisconsin currently uses to fund bicycle-related projects: 
Transportation Enhancements (10 other categories of non-bicycle projects are also eligible for these 
funds), Recreational Trails (eligible to fund many kinds of trails, not just bicycle trails), Safe Routes to 
School, Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) Program (only in areas with poor air quality), 
Sheboygan’s Non-Motorized Pilot Project (Sheboygan County only) 
 
Additional funding that the State could use: Scenic Byways, Surface Transportation Program -
Discretionary (STP-D), Highway Safety Improvement Program,  Surface Transportation Program, local 
and county funds 
 
Ways to use funding to support bicycling in Wisconsin:  

 
·  Build off-road paths and trails  
·  Build on-street bike lanes, sidewalks  
·  Help kids walk and bike to school  
·  Complete the streets in your community  
·  Improve bicycle and pedestrian safety  
·  Improve air quality with bicycling & walking facilities  
·  Provide for bicycling & walking in natural areas  
·  Participate in planning for biking/walking  
·  Improve bicycle & pedestrian access to transit  
·  Improve the health of Wisconsin’s citizens by improving access to bicycling/walking 
·  Increase economic development through tourism 
·  Support bicycle retail and manufacturing in Wisconsin 

Call to Action:  Preserve funding for Transportation Enhancements (TE), Surface Transportation 
Program-Discretionary (STP-D) and the Federal pass-through funds for Safe Routes to School (SRTS). 

In 2005 the Joint Finance Committee eliminated Surface Transportation Program -Discretionary (STP-D) 
from the state budget.  The program amounted to about $2.7 million per year that was used to fund 
bicycle/pedestrian projects and transit projects.  While $2.7 million sounds like a large amount of money, 
relative to the entire state transportation budget, it is a drop in the bucket.  For bicyclists, however, it is an 
important drop in the bucket that accounted for nearly ONE QUARTER of the funds available for 
bicycle projects.   

The Wisconsin DOT supports reinstituting STP-D funding, and this year the Governor’s proposed budget 
includes funds for STP-D. We MUST convince the Joint Finance Committee to retain this vital source of 
funding in this state budget cycle. 
 

Ask your legislator to please support and protect the monies in the Governor’s Budget:  
·  TE: Approximate funding levels $6,251,000 for 2008 and 2009 fiscal years (FY). 
·  STP-D: Approximate funding levels $3.4 million for FY 09 only.  
·  SRTS: Approximate funding levels for FY 2008 ($5.06 million) and  

   FY 2009 ($3.55 million) – (federal pass through funds).   
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ISSUE #3: JOIN THE WISCONSIN STATE BICYCLE CAUCUS  

Background: The Bicycle Federation is organizing a Wisconsin State Bicycle Caucus in 2006, 
modeled after a similar group at the federal level.  The caucus will be bi-partisan and will 
provide a neutral venue in which members can enjoy bicycling as a transportation or recreational 
activity and discuss issues that affect bicycling.   
 
Please ask your Representative and Senator to join and actively support the Wisconsin State 
Bicycle Caucus.  If they say yes, get that information to BFW so that we can follow up with the 
elected official. 
Call to action: Please join the Wisconsin state bicycle caucus and show your support for 
bicycling in Wisconsin.

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Effective Advocacy 101 
 
STEP ONE: FIGURING OUT WHAT YOU WANT 
Before deciding to call, write, or visit an elected official to share your views on bicycling, you 
should know what you want from your elected representatives.  In fact, asking for something 
specific is sometimes the only way to get an elected official’s attention.  Your goal is to force 
someone in the office to think about you and your issues for longer than 5 minutes – making the 
“ask” helps you achieve that goal. 
 
ISSUE #1: I BICYCLE AND I VOTE! 
ISSUE #2: SUPPORT FUNDING FOR BICYCLE TRAILS AND PROGRAMS 
ISSUE #3: JOIN THE WISCONSIN STATE BICYCLE CAUCUS 
 
STEP TWO: WHOM SHOULD YOU ASK? 
Communicating effectively depends on your ability to communicate your message to the right 
person.  You have set up meetings with your own elected officials, so be sure to identify yourself 
as a constituent at the outset of the meeting. Because many of the meetings will actually be with 
staff, following are some helpful tips for dealing with staff. 
 
Talk to the Right Person 
Ask who handles Transportation or Tourism issues, and build a relationship with that person. 
 
Remember that You’re the Expert 
Many staff handle up to 10 policy issues, from environment to energy to health care. They can’t 
know everything about everything. Fortunately, you’re there to help them out on bicycling. 
 
Staff Contact Has Advantages over Member Contact 
Although they are busy, staff almost always have more time to delve into an issue than Members. 
 
Expect and Appreciate Youth 
Staff are notoriously young.  Some may look like they’re not old enough to vote!  Don’t let that 
worry you though. In most cases, staffers are bright and capable individuals who can be trusted 
to respond appropriately to your requests. 
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STEP THREE: DELIVERING YOUR MESSAGE 
The five minute rule: Keep your message to five minutes, whether it’s a five-minute presentation 
in a meeting or five minutes worth of text that a staff person must read.  Chances are you’ll only 
have five minutes to make your point.  Be prepared to do so! 
 
The importance of personal messages 
Remember that you are important to your elected officials because you are a constituent, not 
because you’re part of a statewide network or involved in a campaign.  Your message should be 
focused on a personal level –why you find fulfillment in what you do and the real people you 
help. Do not spend time reciting everything you know about trends or statistics. Statistics are 
useful, but only if they relate directly to what you or your program is doing in the community. 
 
Think about WHO should ask, based on what you know about the audience 
There may be someone involved in your issue that has a good relationship with a member or 
staff. Or, there may be someone who is just generally better suited to deliver your message, for 
example a business person may be well-suited to speak to a more conservative member, while an 
activist might be better suited to a more liberal member. 
 
Being specific 
The only surefire way to get someone in an office to think about you and your program for 
longer than five minutes is to ask them to do something specific. Meetings, phone calls, or letters 
that provide “updates” will be much more effective if you ask the office to become involved in 
some way. 
 
Know when to change course 
There’s being specific and then there’s being stubborn. If you find that your request to have the 
Senator or Assemblyperson make time for a meeting is hitting a brick wall, change course and 
ask for something else –like attending an event or putting an article in your newsletter.  You may 
just find that getting the office involved on a smaller level yields more interest and engagement 
in the future. 
 
Don’t forget the staff 
An elected person’s staff is their lifeline to the world.  They are generally very young, very 
energetic, and very smart. Try to work with the staff as much as you can. They will likely have 
more time than the member to learn about you and your issues.  
 
STEP FOUR: FOLLOWING UP 
The sad truth is that many offices will ignore your first request for a specific action. Frankly, 
they have so many people asking for so many things that they want to know that you’re serious 
about your request before spending resources. The way to demonstrate that you are serious is to 
ask again. By asking again, you demonstrate that you really are serious, and you’ll keep asking 
until you get an answer! 
 
After any meeting, extended phone call, or any other interaction where the office staff or 
member went out of their way to help you out, be sure to send a thank you note. Not many 
people take this simple step –you’ll stand out positively if you do so!
