Milwaukee Bicycle Publicity Plan: 2002

The products of this contract with the City of Milwaukee
ranged far beyond the creation of the plan to include a
completed television public service announcement and a
bicycle webpage.

Milwaukee On-Street Bicycle Facility Study: 2003-2004
Contract with City of Milwaukee to evaluate current bicycle
lanes and routes and make recommendations for
improvements. Project made use of state of the art models
and computer mapping.

Milwaukee Off-Street Bicycle Facility Study: 2004-2005
Contract with City of Milwaukee to evaluate current bicycle
paths and trails and make recommendations for
improvements. Project made use of state of the art models
and computer mapping.

Milwaukee Bicycle Crash Mapping: 2004

In collaboration with the Department of
Transportation-Bureau of Transportation Safety, BFW
mapped bicycle crash locations for the City of Milwaukee
using GIS.

Economic Impact of Bicycling in Wisconsin: 2005
In collaboration with WisDOT, BFW researched and
designed this 12 page brochure that outlines the
manufacturing and tourism impacts of bicycling.

Madison Trek Wayfinding Sign Project: 2004
